43 Questions To Begin A Spiritual Conversation:

The key here is simply to begin conversations, and then to listen to the heart of the one we are talking with.  Sometimes it is hardest bringing up the gospel with our friends.  We just need to keep praying for them, asking questions that will reveal who they are and what they believe, and stepping out in faith to share the truth of the gospel with them.

1. What are 2 or 3 major truths upon which you have based your decision-making in life?  What is your philosophy of life based on? 
2. I believe we are all on a spiritual journey in our lives, looking for meaning and purpose to our lives.  Where are you in your spiritual journey? 
3. The Kennedy questions:  First ask--"If you died today, do you know for sure you'd go to heaven?"  Then ask--"If you died and stood before God and He asked you 'Why should I let you into Heaven?'  What would you say?" 
4. In your opinion, how does one become a Christian? 

5. As you may know, a personal relationship with God is very important to me, and I wanted to ask you your honest opinion on what you believe about God and Jesus.
6. What is your spiritual background? 
7. Have you ever discussed what Biblical Christianity is? 
8. How can a person know they will go to heaven when they die?  How do you know you'll go to heaven when you die?  
9. When you get to heaven, what will be the first three questions you will ask God? 

10. Do you believe that there is good evidence for the Christian faith (the resurrection, the reliability of the bible, the deity of Christ, etc.)?
11. In a conversation with someone who has never heard much about God, what would you say about Him from your experience? 

12. Has anything ever happened to you that was dramatic, personal, or spectacular enough to cause you to be certain there is a God who is both infinite and personally caring? 

13. In your opinion, who is Jesus Christ? 

14. If you could know God personally, would you be interested? 

15. Do you think Christianity is a crutch for the weak?

16. What do you find most attractive about Christianity/the person of Christ?  What do you find least attractive about Christianity/the person of Christ?
17. Have you ever read the Bible? 

18. What viewpoints have changed for you since you’ve come to college?  Have your views on religion changed since you started college?  How? 

19. Why do you think you feel the way you do toward Jesus Christ and his message of love and forgiveness? 

20. Do you believe what you've been brought up by your parents with, in regards to faith in God? 

21. Why do you think Christianity is/isn't relevant to your life? 

22. If Christ was who He claimed to be, how would that affect your life? 

23. If your questions could be answered in a way that would satisfy you, would you then believe in Christ? 

24. Do you consider yourself a seeker of the truth to the meaning of life? 
25. What are you living for?  What do you value most? 
26. What have you found to be the best way of absorbing disappointment, rejection, distress and discouragement? 

27. What are you reading that is not an assignment or required by school? 

28. What do you consider to be two major turning points in your life? 

29. How are you growing personally? 

30. How would you describe your father and his impact on your life? 

31. Tell me about a mentor of yours, and their impact on your life. 

32. What do you think would probably surprise most people about you?  Why? 

33. What is your greatest strength, and what are you doing to develop it? 

34. How do you handle pressure?  When the pressure is really on, what do you need from your friends? 

35. What is something you consider to be a great personal success?  Why was it so significant? 

36. What is the key to maintaining balance in your life? 

37. Tell me about two of your life-long friends and why they have such an impact on your life.  What made you choose them? 

38. Have you dealt with the question: "How much money is enough, and what do I do with the rest?" 

39. How would you describe your father and the impact he has had on your life? 
40. How would you describe your mother and the impact she has had on your life? 
41. How would you define materialism, and how do you deal with it in your life? 

42. If you were to inherit a million dollars today, and couldn't spend it on your own enterprise or keep it for yourself, what would you do with it and why? 
43. What single thing would you like to make absolutely certain you do (if at all possible) during your lifetime?
